The cold weather is just now settling in for a long stay and that is great news as we will have more opportunities to be winter active. We will start our snowshoe unit next week. Please make sure that your child is dressed for spending extended time outdoors.

In Social Skills, the students took time to reflect on the current classroom goals. We reviewed the criteria and the students felt they had met those goals on a consistent basis. That allowed us to establish our next steps and criteria. 

In Writing, the students having been working on their poetry collection. They have completed an autobiographical poem, a chorus poem and a ‘Makes Me Think of Poem’. They will continue to work on a variety of poems and choose their best pieces of writing to share at our annual poetry recital.
The class has also started a unit on creating reading responses. They will share their ideas, thoughts, opinions and/or feelings about the novel I am reading to them entitled ‘Jacob’s Rescue’. 

In Reading, the students have demonstrated an improved recall of the content of their reading. They are able to retell events and describe characters with more specific details. Take the time to discuss books, movies or television shows you watch with you child as this will help improve their comprehension skills. I am currently challenging them to take on higher level texts. 

Each and every student is expected to be reading at home on a daily basis. 
In Social Studies the students received many compliments for the various displays they created. Each student made a presentation to their classmates about what they had learned On Friday, the students were able to travel to the replica Iroquois village at Crawford Lake. It was a very educational trip for all of us as we saw, touched and heard about the way of life for this group of First Nations’ People. I highly advise that your family visit this conservation area in Milton. 

In Math, the students completed a diagnostic task on multiplication and division. They are wrapping up their Geometry unit by  working on perspective drawings as they create the illusion of 3D solids.
